about using IndexWeb





The first purpose of this application is to make a search on words possible within a webserver. Therefor creates this application a indexed database filled with words from TXT,  HTML files. You can set the proper extensions. They need to be ASCII files! Second it will connect to all the found URLs on the indexed files and then will index the connected page also. So your result will not only be local files but also external files.


You have a oppertunity to lock out words from indexing (use the menu-option Input). Perhaps something for the HTML-code??





For searching within a webserver you also need the CGI-executable (CGI-IndexWeb.exe)





Installation





Copy the executable IndexWeb.exe to a directory of your choice. Starting it by clicking; the databse will be made automatically. There're some Registry-entrys that are important (you can changed them also with the Options).





under HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\KATHER\IndexWeb\options there're made ten keys:





background = image for HTMLpage background


database = location of the database


http = adress of the webserver related to the files you're about to index


goahead = extensions of files to be used 


html = not used


nofiles = files to be ignored


report = not used


subdir = check also the subdirectorys


text = location of the files to be indexed


website = ignore this url by making the index





You can test the application by using the option 'Output'. Start a search and the result is written down in a file called 'result.htm'. Just load it into your browser... (The file is located in the loaction which you have set after the 'http'-entry.)





The program can do it work onattended (nice for doing this with System Agents at night). After execution it will wait approximate five seconds before starting the job. Hitting one of the menu-options (before the five seconds are over) will let the program exit his automatic behavour.





CGI-executable





Place the executable in your cgi-windows directory. Make a link on a html-page to the executable and try it..


Make sure that the Registry-entrys exist, so first run the program and then the CGI-executable.





It has been tested with O'reilly webserver but the CGI is standard VB4/32.. so it must be working almost on every window-based webserver.
